The word SHELOM has multiple levels of
meaning, and we offer to you these thoughts which will hopefully be helpful, both personally and professionally....

6+ F OM (Hebrew)

The word is one with which we are familiar and is generally translated and under-
stood as ‘Peace’ but there is so much more to it than that. In one dictionary
peace is explained as ian absence of war or conflicti. SH6LOM is a harmonious
state that is evident when all is whole. The word appears in the Old Testament
of the Bible 468 times!

This overlapping diagram suggests that the 5 outer components contribute to
SHLLOM in a way that if one is missing, SHELOM will not be there!

‘WELL-BEING' is probably the closest term in our contemporary English to the

word iISHELOM'. The five outcomes of ‘Every Child Matters’ are components of well-being and are therefore compo-
nents of SHELOM. SHbHLOM has much to say about healthy relationships—so important in schools, in families and in
community.

As a Christian concept this is an essential part of God's plan for us all and is central to ‘Peace and Reconciliation’ which

is at the heart of our Cathedral’'s ministry.

SHLLOM is vital for us as individuals, for the children, their

families, governors and staff in our schools. Please be encouraged and intentional in seeking SHBLOM for yourselves
and for those in your care. Our annual Diocesan Headteacher Conference in October provides an opportunity for
Headteachers to drink from a deserved oasis of well-being—please encourage your Headteacher to book and come. It
is a very important day in the calendar for them. In addition, please take a look at the CPD corner on page 4 for de-
tails of the Governors’ Conference on Saturday morning 6th March 2010—nurturing, recruiting and retaining the very
best school leaders for your school (Governors included!) is vital for the wellbeing of everyone in the school commu-
nity and beyond.

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A Rock in Times of Trouble

Canon Andrew White, writes from Baghdad of the importance of Psalm 62 in his busy and very dangerous
life.

Almost daily I am asked how I manage to keep going. | have been beaten, held at gunpoint, left
for hours in rat-infested rooms and much more besides. Moreover, my health is not good.

I remember not so long ago | was flying in a military helicopter, doors left wide open and
soldiers leaning out with their guns trained on the ground. Usually we are shot at, which takes a
little getting used to. 1 thought of the days when I used to cycle round my old parish in

London—now even the ride along the busy South Circular Road seemed utterly serene.

I recall my time at theological college. They didn't teach me to write a fatwa for Islamic

clerics or to negotiate for the release of hostages, but they did teach me theology and the
tools to understand the Scriptures. On the short flight 1 took out my Bible and it suddenly
struck me that even this looked different. It isn't bound in beautiful black leather, its pages
are not edged with gold. Instead, it is khaki coloured and its cover says ‘3rd Squadron of the
7th Calvary Regiment'. It's an American military Bible. Nonetheless, it contains the same
words that keep me going each day. 1 opened it to Psalm 62 and read verse 2: ‘He only is my
rock and salvation; | shall not be greatly moved.’

The following is an account of one recent Sunday in Baghdad. It shows the true nature of our
work and the true nature of God, our rock and salvation, who sees us through even the greatest
difficulty.

Do you ever have days when you know that God's glory is going to come? Well, today was one of
those days.

Early in the morning we made our way to the Prime Minister's offices. Not for politics but for
God. It has been decided that it is far too dangerous to go to St George's, so we had the
service in the Prime Minister’s lecture theatre at his invitation. It took the congregation two
hours to enter because of security.

Seeing my congregation again, we hugged each other and then we began. For the sermon I
chose as my text just three words from one of the letters of John: ‘God is Love’. We then had
Holy Communion and as we broke bread God'’s glory came. | cannot explain why or what
happened, but our Lord was there in power.

2011 will be the 200*" Anniversary of the National Society. When it was founded in 1811, the National Society's aim
was that "the National Religion should be made the foundation of National Education”: education for all, firmly based on

the Christian Gospel and Anglican principles. With prodigious energy, the Society established a national system of

education, supplemented by the State from 1870 onwards. Five thousand Church of England and Church in Wales
schools, educating almost a million children and young people, are the heirs of that proud tradition. Today, Church
schools have effective support from many national and local bodies including LEAs and Diocesan Boards of Education.

But The National Society still exists to inform and encourage Church schools throughout England and Wales and to
promote Christian education. It does so through careful reflection on the needs of Church schools and through
targeted innovation.

Our diocese would love to mark this tremendous heritage in a creative and memorable way. My ideas germinated

after I read the inspiring book ‘Fire in Coventry’ which tells of the days, months and years following the night of 14

November 1940 when our Cathedral was bombed in the Blitz. Further details will be produced over the coming months

ahead.

I hope that you will ‘catch the vision’ and begin to develop creative and exciting plans for how you r school might

play its own unique part in our story.

There will be a ‘Cross of Nails Pilgrimage’ around the diocese beginning its journey at ‘The
Harris', resting in each of our diocesan schools and ending at ‘Blue Coat' where it is then taken
to the Cathedral towards the end of 2011 for a ‘Service of Thanksgiving and Rededication’

attended by 6-10 students, representatives of headteachers, staff, governors and clergy
from each school ......

Schools will be asked to focus their worship and other activities on the Cross of Nails for the
day or two it is in their school ......

Schools and parishes will be asked to work together for these times of

celebration ......

A GOVERNOR WRITES...
Seeing The Bigger Picture, Sharing Wider Experiences

I't seems to be a common theme that the work load on Governing Bodies is rising.

This is mainly true in the increased accountability demanded by the introduction of more delegated funding and
initiatives such as FMSIS. Similar challenges can be observed in the sharpening emphasis on critical monitoring and

self evaluation, driven largely in response to the demand by Ofsted inspections for evidence based reporting, rather
than simple statements or anecdotal observations.

One result of this is that it is easy to prioritise the “accountability” and “critical friend” roles above that of the third
fundamental role of Governance, “setting strategic direction”. This reaction is understandable - with limited resources,
provided by volunteers, something has to give, and the need to keep “business as usual” for short term operations,

frequently outweighs the less tangible effects of the longer term “strategic impact”.

So, the only viable response seems to be ensure that the Governing body deploys whatever resources it can muster for
the strategic role as effectively and efficiently as possible. One way of achieving this is to make use of the

experiences that have already been gained by others, by being prepared to consider, and contribute to, a wider
knowledge base. Schools themselves have already taken on board some of these ideas through various initiatives

including the setting up of “school clusters” and “extended schools” programmes.

Governing bodies need to be prepared to try variations of such approaches as there are positive benefits to be gained,
however it is a “two way street” to which we must contribute in order to receive - as can be illustrated by three recent
examples from my own school :

X As a relatively small school, we have been struggling to find suitable spaces to deliver “small group work”.
Consultations with the Property Officer produced proposals that were neither ideal nor affordable. Discussing the
requirement within a wider forum has allowed us to consider purchasing a “log cabin” through the independent company
that has provided our outdoor classrooms. This will provide the triple benefits of delivering an alternative teaching
environment, enhancing the outdoor environment for Year 2, and being much more affordable - especially with the
ability to draw forward further elements of devolved capital funding announced recently.

X We are an “infants only” school - so budget planning is always tricky as we only have three year groups (with two
form entry). Due to a “blip” in pupil numbers, the revenue budget for 2009710 is particularly tight (but the
situation will improve the following year when numbers rise again). The Headteacher and Finance Officer had spent a
long time looking in detail at what could be done to minimise the impact on staffing, but no satisfactory

solution could be found. The opinions of the Headteacher of another school were sought (as they had recognised skills
in budget management) and with the benefit of a fresh pair of eyes, and the ability to ask the question “Why must you
do it that way? What 1 do 1 my school is this..”, staff numbers have been preserved.

Approximately five years ago, our Headteacher was newly in their first headship role. Strong support was freely
provided by the very experienced Headteacher at our “feeder” Junior School. Now, that school has a newly in post
Headteacher also in their first headship role, for whom our Headteacher has been able to act as the NPQH mentor.
This seems to be successful, as a friend of the “mentoree” has also visited our “mentor” and was very positive about a
number of aspects of school practice that were shared with them.

In summary, the challenge for Governing Bodies is therefore to identify and make use of the resources available and to
be prepared to share “best practice” with others, whilst targeting the limited resources available on things that are
directly relevant to each individual school and situation.
